No photos were received this month so | decided to throw a couple of mine in. This is me at 6 years old in the basement
of our small house in the country, near Spencer, lowa. The year was 1958. My Dad had built these models which are, clockwise
from the front, two Sterling Ringmaster ukies (short for U-Control, or controline model), a Midwest Sniffer freeflight, a Sterling
F-51 Mustang ukie, and a Quicker combat ukie. Yeah, | was pretty excited i model planes were a big deal to a kid like me
growing up in the sticksof | owa i n Thésecortd pHotd ghewss me on my first solo flight on one of the Ringmasters
when | was 7 years old. | was smaller than the average kid and remember how hard it was to hang onto the control handle for
the entire tank of fuel. With a .35 engine on 60 foot lines, and the extra out-thrust my Dad liked to use, the pull was significant.
Those were great days and set me onto a path with models that continues today.
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
